Both partners have a long history in Ribera del Duero; Isaac has made
wines from Ribera fruit for over 20 years and Aurelio has relatives with a winery within
the DO. They started their project in Ribera del Duero in 2010 producing two wines.
Finca la Mata, named for the single old vine vineyard where the fruit is grown, offers
more richness, depth and complexity and can be drunk upon release or with up to 5+

years of bottle age.

“Isaac Fernandez’s Finca La Mata bottling is made from much older vines than the Rios De Tinta, as these tempra-
nillo vines are fully sixty to eighty-five years of age! They are farmed organically, fermented with native yeasts and
raised in a combination of ninety percent French and ten percent American oak casks for one year prior to bot-
tling. The wine delivers a deep aromatic constellation of black cherries, sweet dark berries, pomegranate, dark soil
tones, cigar ash a nice touch of fresh nutmeg and a sound framing of cedary new oak. On the palate the wine is
deep, full- bodied and ripely tannic, with excellent depth of fruit, a good base of soil, lovely focus and balance and
a long, complex and promising finish.
